Mr. Kube came for followup with advanced renal failure and underlying primary amyloidosis.  Last visit in June.  Comes accompanied with wife.  It is my understanding that he is under comfort care.  He comes walking.  Tolerating potassium binder two days a week.  Off and on numbness of hands and feet more like cramping.  Dyspnea when he has to go upstairs.  He is hard of hearing.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise, I did an extensive review of system being completely negative.
Present Medications:  I will highlight the Demadex, potassium binder, Coreg, tolerating Farxiga without problems and Protonix.
Physical Examination:  Weight 135, severe kyphosis.  Very pleasant.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  They are talking about potential surgery on the right shoulder with decreased range of motion.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or edema.  Besides decreased hearing nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from October, creatinine 2.1, which is baseline for a GFR of 31 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Stable anemia 12.  This dictation goes to Dr. Reichmann, 989-828-6835.  Other chemistries, recent 24-hour collection shows around 800 mg of protein, which is significant, but not in the nephrotic range.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB-IV.  No evidence of progression at least the last two to three years.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.  Underlying primary amyloidosis.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Continue treatment of high potassium well controlled.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Proteinuria is non-nephrotic range.  Tolerating Farxiga, renew.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back on the next six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
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
