Dear Dr. Jankowski:
This is a followup for Avis with chronic kidney disease, primary hyperparathyroidism and hypertension.  Last visit was in April.  Comes accompanied with family.  Doing a diet on purpose.  Few pounds weight loss.  Denies nausea or vomiting.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Recent symptomatic urinary tract infection treated at Urgent Care at Petoskey.  Received Cipro seven days completed, improved, no side effects.  Denies claudication or gross edema.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Active treatment for bronchial asthma as well as upper respiratory symptoms.  I want to highlight the losartan blood pressure 100 mg full dose and a low dose of amlodipine 2.5 mg.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 145/70.  No respiratory distress.  Blood pressure at home 110s-130s/60s and 70s.  No rales or wheezes.  No arrhythmia.  No JVD.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries October, electrolytes and acid base normal.  High calcium 11.2.  Low phosphorus 2.2.  Normal albumin.  Creatinine is stable at 1.2 representing a GFR 45 that will be stage III.  There is also anemia 11.4.  Large red blood cells 103 with normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable, no progression, not symptomatic.  No evidence of urinary retention.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  She does have primary hyperparathyroidism.  High calcium renal failure is the opposite.  There is also low phosphorus and high PTH.  We have done prior nuclear medicine scan, but there was no localization.  She has no symptoms of elevated calcium and there has been no kidney stone or nephrocalcinosis.  I am going to update urinary calcium excretion.  At this moment she is going to stop vitamin D.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
