Dear Annu:

Mrs. Schumacher requested this evaluation.  She donated a kidney to husband in 2014 right-sided.  I have not seen her since March 2021.  She is going through Mayo Clinic for evaluation of frequent premature beats.  She did not have any symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea or lightheadedness.  No orthopnea or PND.  No edema.  Her wrist device noticed this premature beats when she exercises in a regular basis.  It is my understanding regular testing like echocardiograms and EKG shows sinus bradycardia, the premature beats, no malignant arrhythmia.  In the past, there had been concern for mitral valve prolapse.  She is going to have an MRI of the heart and electrophysiological evaluation.  Good urine output.  Presently no infection, cloudiness or blood.  No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.  No edema or claudication.  Review of system is actually negative.
Past Medical History:  For some allergic rhinitis, prior endometriosis, bronchospasm, asthma, prior mitral valve disorder, migraines and right kidney was donated to husband.

Surgeries:  The right kidney donation and gallbladder removal.

Social History:  No smoking, alcohol or drugs.

Family History:  She mentioned heart problems different types including young people passing away.

Allergies:  Reported side effects to penicillin and tetracycline.  She tested positive on an allergy visit to three different types of mold but also olive, tuna and peas.  She went into cruise vacation developed some swelling on the face.
Medications:  Present medications, a number of supplements, only active treatment will be Mirena for intrauterine device and Claritin as needed.
Review of Systems:  As indicated above.
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Physical Exam:  Height 66” tall, weight is 169 pounds and blood pressure 122/66 on the right-sided.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  No skin mucosal abnormalities.  Normal eye movements.  No palpable thyroid or lymph nodes.  No JVD.  Lungs are clear.  Frequent premature beats in a background of normal rhythm.  No significant murmurs.  No abdominal distention, tenderness or masses.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, no anemia.  Normal white blood cells and platelets.  Creatinine 1.09.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Minor low sodium.  Normal calcium, albumin and liver function test.  Normal thyroid, magnesium and cholesterol profile.  No activity in the urine.  In the past low level of hematuria.
The prior kidney ultrasound this is from November 2023 right-sided reported at 11.9 and left-sided surgically absent.  There was no obstruction, stone or masses and no urinary retention.
Assessment and Plan:  Kidney donation presently no symptomatic.  Normal blood pressure.  All chemistries normal.  Urine in the past minor degree of blood.  I want to mention that the kidney that was donated to husband Mayo Clinic did routine biopsy with findings of thin basement membrane abnormalities, which will explain in part the hematuria.  This was an incidental finding as part of transplant protocol once the kidney was removed from her and place on husband.  From my side nothing appears to be active.  She will follow at Mayo Clinic for the new problems of frequent premature beats.  I did not change any medications.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
