HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 19-year-old young man who comes in today after he took a fall from a horse yesterday. He does Rodeo. He trains horses. He was on the horse and his friend popped a flag so the horse got scooped and threw them off. He is complaining of arm pain, arm swelling, knee pain right side, and the knee pain left side. He has a brace in place.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Back surgery.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does drink occasionally. He does not do any drugs. He is 19-year-old. He is already married. He is planning on becoming a professional Rodeo player in the future.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension, high cholesterol, and possible strokes in grandparents.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress 

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 190 pounds, temperature 98, O2 saturation 97%, respirations 20, pulse 69, and blood pressure 120/75.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash. Oral mucosa without any lesion. There is some swelling around the elbow on the right side and also some swelling about the right knee. Good range of motion.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. X-rays are negative for fracture.

2. There is some tenderness over the left knee. He has good range of motion but I told him if it continues after 5 to 7 days, we can proceed with MRI.

3. At this time also I want to take Tylenol and Motrin for the pain.

4. Because of mild tenderness in his neck and abdomen we looked at his carotid ultrasound we looked at his lymph nodes and we are made sure there was no evidence of vascular interruption in the abdomen or the neck region none was found.
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5. Because of the lower extremity swelling, we looked for a edema. After the lower extremity swelling, we looked for DVT and none was found.

6. The patient is to come back next week if not improve. No prescriptions were given today. Findings were discussed with patient at length before leaving.
