HISTORY: This is a 69-year-old gentleman here for medication refill.
Mr. Nunez has a history of erectile dysfunction. He is here for this condition and medication refill he states. Since his last visit he usually goes to another clinic where he states he gets his lab and all other radiology studies. He indicated that he just had some done and he is going to bring them for us.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 143/76.

Pulse is 71.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.3.

HEENT: Normal.

NOSE: Congested greenish discharge, erythematous and edematous turbinates.

ORAL: No tonsillar edema, erythema or exudate.
Uvula is midline and mobile.
Pharynx, localized erythema but mild. No exudate present.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
SKIN: No abrasions. No lacerations. No vesicles or bullae.
NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X is normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Erectile dysfunction.
2. Medication refill.
PLAN: The patient’s medications were refilled as follows, Tadalafil 10 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30.
