CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of severe left hand pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left hand pain started four days ago and he went to outpatient medical center and he was started on pain medication without any relief.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
