CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of lightheadedness and fell down once.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was in Middle East when he felt lightheaded and fell down, but did not passed out. There were no seizures.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for coronary artery bypass surgery and currently the patient is on atorvastatin 40 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient is on carvedilol 12.5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day along with lisinopril 5 mg tablet once a day and metformin 1000 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-carb diet and low-fat diet.

The patient also has a history of diabetes and he is on metformin 1000 mg one tablet twice a day.

The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on tamsulosin 0.4 mg tablet once a day.

The patient has coronary stent and he is on Brilinta 90 mg tablet one tablet twice a day.

ALLERGIES: Unremarkable.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and his son is nearby. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
