CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 45-year-old female with chest tightness.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 45-year-old female who reports episodes of chest tightness which occurs intermittently. Symptoms do not appear to occur with exercise or position. It does not vary with respiration. She reports the first episode as occurring within the last nine months. Subjectively, pain is rated 5/10. It is non-radiating. She has had no nausea or vomiting. She reports that her hemoglobin was decreased to 6 during a pregnancy. The patient otherwise has an unremarkable history.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She denies.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with congestive heart failure, hypertension, coronary artery disease, and stent.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She reports occasional alcohol, but no cigarettes or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had weight gain.
Skin: She reports eczema.

Gastrointestinal: She has constipation.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 109/56, pulse 70, respiratory rate 18, height 65”, and weight 164.8 pounds.

The remainder of the exam is essentially unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 63 beats per minute. There is low voltage in the precordial leads. ECG is otherwise unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION: This is a 45-year-old female who gives history of chest pain which is nonspecific. She has history of anemia with hemoglobin of 6 during her pregnancy. She further has history of eczema. The patient’s hemoglobin of 6 is concerning and I wonder if at some point she had cardiomyopathy. She does not appear to have symptoms of angina at this time.
PLAN: We will proceed with CBC, chemistry, ANA, rheumatoid factor, lipid and TSH. She will require echocardiogram.
