Thank you for your continued support.

This 90-year-old male comes for evaluation today. Initially, he was seen about a year ago when he presented with very high PSA of 41.3 at that time patient was counseled to get a biopsy done. However, he was not willing so we went ahead and treated him as a prostate cancer patient started him on Lupron Depot 22.5 mg with Casodex 50 mg daily. The patient PSA came down significantly and he tested within normal range less than 0.4 since then. Today, he does not have any symptoms. However, he was asking as to how long he would need to continue the shots and I did tell him lifelong.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 90-year-old.

Vital Signs: Weighing 180 pounds and blood pressure 157/76.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Prostate cancer.

2. Mild renal insufficiency.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give him Lupron Depot 22.5 mg IM. Continue on Casodex 50 mg daily. We will see him in three months. Again, he will need to continue Lupron Depot lifelong since advance prostate cancer is not curable unless it is treated in earlier stage with surgery or radiation.
