CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right leg pain and swelling.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he came from India last week and started feeling pain in the right calf and it was worse upon exertion. It was relieved after resting. He did not see any redness, but there was some swelling. The patient did not have any compression stockings during travel and he had no history of blood clots.
The patient also came today as a followup for prostate cancer. The patient also complained of discoloration of the skin on the both knuckles without any pain or swelling or redness.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, arm swelling, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for prostate cancer and complete excision of the prostate gland and pathology reports are reviewed and margins of the biopsy was free of any cancer and the patient had a followup by the urologist and appears to be cancer free.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is lives with his wife. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. He is very active. The patient’s exercise mostly walking and he is on low-carb healthy diet.
FAMILY HISTORY: No family history of malignancy.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema; however, he has right calf tenderness mild and slightly larger than the left side, but there is no redness and the examination of the knee is unremarkable.
SKIN: Examination of the knuckles reveals darkness of the skin; otherwise no tenderness.
I had a long discussion with the patient and his wife. The patient is going to have a stat venous Doppler test of the right leg to rule out deep venous thrombosis and 50% of the time is spent on coordination of care.
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
