This is a 65-year-old woman being certified for hospice today. Ms. Miller is a 65-year-old woman with history of rectal cancer. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. She is quite debilitated. The patient now has mets to the lung and perirectal area. The patient recently was hospitalized with sepsis. She is quite weak, she is fatigued, totally bed bound, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. BMI of 23. She weighs only 120 pounds. She is found to be anemic. Albumin down to 3. The patient has been on Afinitor for chemotherapy, this was complicated by recent sepsis. The patient and family have decided they no longer want to consider for treatment for chemo or radiation therapy and, for this reason, hospice has been called to see the patient. The patient is considered to have stage IV cancer and chronic pain. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. She has had recurrent UTIs and recent sepsis as was mentioned. Overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient most likely has less than six months to live. Other comorbidities include seizure disorder, hypotension, chronic nausea and vomiting, chronic pain, and other diagnoses that were mentioned above.
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
