This is a 69-year-old gentleman with history of pancreatic cancer. The patient has tremendous weight loss, also has a history of heart disease, liver disease, and a history of stroke. He is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy. He requires pain medication around the clock. He is married and lives with his spouse, Lindsay. He has a KPS score of 50%. He is at a high risk of fall and requires pain medication around the clock. The patient also demonstrates shortness of breath and severe debility, ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient has decreased appetite, only eating about 10% of his meals. He has mets to the liver. He did have a liver transplant three years ago and required immunosuppressants. He most likely has lung metastasis as well. The patient had a CVA related to causing residual weakness to the right side. Given his advanced pancreatic cancer with multiple metastatic sites, most likely has less than six months to live and he is a hospice candidate.
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
