This is an 80-year-old woman with history of increased forgetfulness and history of stroke. The patient recently had a CT scan, which showed a heterogeneous 3 cm x 3 cm mass involving the corpus callosum as well as a hilar mass, which appears to be malignant. The patient also has a history of hypertension, vitamin D deficiency, anxiety, weight loss, bowel and bladder incontinence, and ADL dependency. The patient has now decided against any further treatment and/or biopsy and has opted to be placed on hospice to be kept comfortable at home. Given the aggressive nature of the patient’s malignancy and brain metastasis, she most likely has less than six months to live. The patient has a KPS score of 40% with significant weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, and decreased appetite, requires medication for pain to be kept comfortable at this time.
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
