Dear Ms. Draper:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Martin who is seen for primary hyperparathyroidism and hypertension.  Her last visit was April 29, 2025.  She has lost 6 pounds over the last six months.  She states that she just tries to eat slightly smaller portion sizes and she is glad that she is able to lose weight slowly and steadily.  No hospitalizations or procedures since her visit in April.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  No recent illnesses.  No cough, wheezing or sputum production.  No edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight losartan 100 mg daily, amlodipine 10 mg daily, Cardizem 360 mg daily, Synthroid, allopurinol, Norco if needed for pain and leflunomide 10 mg on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.
Physical Examination:  Weight 189 pounds, pulse is 80 and blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 150/70.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  No lymphadenopathy.  No palpable masses.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done July 25, 2025.  She will have some more labs done in November.  The creatinine is 0.92 and calcium normal at 10.1.  Electrolytes are normal.  Albumin is 4.4.  Liver enzymes normal.  Hemoglobin is 12.7 with normal white count and normal platelets.  I do not have an updated intact parathyroid hormone level though and I do need those with each lab that she does.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Primary hyperparathyroidism.  We have asked the patient to get labs every three months including intact parathyroid hormone and label order was sent to Mid Michigan Medical Center in Alma to be on file for the next year.

2. Hypertension slightly higher than goal today.  She states that it is usually better when she is at home and has not usually been 150/70, usually 130-140/70-80 and she will have a followup visit with this practice in the next six months.
