Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mr. Bailey with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  Since stopping potassium denies epigastric discomfort.  No nausea or vomiting.  No abdominal pain.  Still has constipation to loose stools probably from over treatment with stool softeners, no bleeding.  Good urine output.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No major edema.  Severe upper respiratory allergies despite medications but no bleeding.  No respiratory distress.  No fever.  No rash.
Review of Systems:  Done including back pain, which is chronic, has limiting activity and weight is up.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed noticed the HCTZ, potassium sparing diuretics, losartan, Aldactone, and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 110s/120s, hereby nurse was 138/58.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries October, creatinine 1.58 for the last couple of years about the same but progressive overtime.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, underlying hypertension slowly progressive.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.  Stable blood pressure.  Presently normal potassium.  Normal acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Tolerating present combination of diuretics ARB and others as indicated above.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
