Dear Dr. Khabir:
This is a followup for Mr. Graham with chronic kidney disease and congenital absence of the left kidney.  Last visit in April.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  No hospital visits.  Uses a walker.  No falls.  Weight and appetite stable.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  Denies diarrhea or bleeding.  Occasionally loose stools not persistent.  Chronic incontinence.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Stable edema.  Compression stockings.  No ulcers or claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  No dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight beta-blockers, Lasix and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 178, which still is baseline and blood pressure by nurse 139/67.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness or masses.  No ascites.  No gross edema.
Labs:  Recent chemistries reviewed this is from October, electrolytes and acid base normal.  Creatinine 1.7, which is baseline representing a GFR 39 stage IIIB.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Liver function test not elevated.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal ferritin.  High triglycerides.  Low HDL.  Otherwise total cholesterol and LDL are normal.  Thyroid is normal.  Vitamin D more than 30 normal.  Urine shows no blood and no protein.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Congenital absence of the left kidney, prior aortic valve replacement and mitral wall clip clinically stable.  Underlying dementia, but he is able to manage at home with the help of family.  All chemistries as indicated above.  Do not require any changes on diet or medications.  I will not treat the high triglycerides at this point in time given his age and comorbidity.  He has preserved ejection fraction.  We will see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
