Dear Terry:

This is a followup for Mrs. Bradley with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit a year ago.  Started on cholesterol management, no side effects, tolerated in the last 3 to 4 months, good response.  Also, following a diet.  Weight is stable.  She is moving towards the Grand Rapids area selling her home; a lot of stress.  Extensive review of systems being negative.  Does not check blood pressure at home.  No hospital or emergency room visit.
Medications:  Remains on vitamins for homocysteine high levels.  Takes no blood pressure medicines.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure normal at 128/64.  Alert and oriented x 3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs: Chemistries from October, creatinine 1.2.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cells and platelets.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Liver function tests not elevated.  GFR 51 stage III.  Cholesterol appears well-controlled.  Normal thyroid.  PTH elevated 129.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, stable.  No progression. All chemistries as indicated above stable, do not require any adjustments of treatment. Secondary hyperparathyroidism is minor, no treatment needed.  She is moving to the Grand Rapids likely, will need a new nephrology; we will send records when she finds a new person. Best wishes.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
