Dear Dr. Droege:
I had the pleasure of seeing Alexander Reyes today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in his care. As you know, he is a 50-year-old right-handed Hispanic man. For the last one month, he is having numbness in both arms. He is having numbness in the first three fingers of the hand left more than the right, having left-sided neck pain also, some pain on the right side also, having bitemporal headache; it is daily about two times, sharp, pulsating. No nausea, no vomiting, with phonophobia, no photophobia, no dizziness, no visual phenomena. Ibuprofen 600 mg helps him. He is having back pain also.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes mellitus, chronic pain, laryngopharyngeal reflux, and chronic rhinitis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Colonoscopy and hernia repair.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Omeprazole, diclofenac sodium, ipratropium bromide, oxycodone, glimepiride, and metformin.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smokes half a pack of cigarettes per day. Does not drink alcohol. He is working in housekeeping. He is married, lives with his wife, have four children.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother alive with asthma. Father alive; he does not know about medical problem. One sister alive and healthy. Two brothers; one has diabetes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric and musculoskeletal systems. I found out that he is having headache, numbness, tingling, weakness, and back pain.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor System Examination: Strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory System Examination: Revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet. Gait: No ataxia. Romberg test positive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 50-year-old right-handed Hispanic man whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Atypical migraine.

2. Cervical radiculopathy.

3. Degenerative disc disease in the C-spine.

4. Bilateral carpal tunnel syndrome.

5. Back pain.

At this time, I would like to order MRI of the C-spine and EMG of the upper extremities. I would like to order blood tests including B12, folate, TSH, hemoglobin A1c, iron, total iron-binding capacity, and vitamin D. I would like to see him back in my office in one month.
