Dear Mrs. Scherzer:

This is a followup for Mrs. Wrath she goes by Elaine with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in May.  Uses a walker.  Comes accompanied with friend or family member.  Slow to response.  Weight is stable.  States to be eating well without vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Stable edema.  Has a visiting nurse.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Does not check blood pressure at home.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the vitamin D125, metoprolol, losartan, Bumex and Jardiance.  Taking gabapentin.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 150/70 on the right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  2 to 3+ edema bilateral.
Labs:  Last chemistries from August, creatinine actually improved from a high of 1.5, presently 1.25.  GFR of 43.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable or improved, not symptomatic.  No dialysis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Tolerating losartan among other medications, on treatment for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Present potassium and acid base normal.  Nutrition and calcium normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Blood pressure in the office high, needs to be monitored at home.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
