Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Beatty has Waldenström’s macroglobulinemia and stable kidney function.  Last visit in April.  There was chronic back pain and lightheadedness.  Recent CT scan and PET scan negative.  Bone marrow biopsy shows 65% bone marrow involvement.  Stable weight.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea.  No bleeding.  Some nocturia.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No edema or claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Presently takes no active medications.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure was 154/80 on the right-sided.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from October, normal electrolyte and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Creatinine 1.35, which is baseline.  GFR 54 stage III.  Mild anemia 12.4 with normal white blood cell and platelets.  Chronic elevation IgM at 0.3 g/dL.  Monoclonal gammopathy IgM Kappa.  The bone marrow shows a B-cell lymphoma with plasmacytic differentiation consistent with the Waldenström’s 60% of the bone marrow cellularity.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Monitor blood pressure that is running in the upper side at home.  He takes presently no blood pressure medications.  There is no need for EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  He follows with oncology, at this moment no active treatment, monitoring overtime.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
