ADDENDUM: The patient’s blood work shows high triglycerides and high cholesterol because of his diabetes being out of control. His A1c was 8.8, his hematocrit was 5.1. Dr. Pi told the patient to start his medication right away. Donate blood. Do not ever stop his medication because he has stopped his lisinopril, metformin, and Crestor. He also would like to go try Mounjaro 2.5 mg sub q. weekly, prescription was given to the patient. His testosterone is 156 because he was off the medication.
