HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Kawaauhau is a 58-year-old gentleman that comes in today with hematuria.

Larry had 0.8 cm kidney stone in the left side where he underwent lithotripsy had a stent placed. They lost the string to the stent. He is here for conferences. He is going back to Hawaii on Friday but he is supposed to have another cystoscopy done. Meanwhile, he has had some hematuria and that is what brought him today. He has had no nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, or seizure convulsion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and hyperlipidemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Kidney stone October 14, 2025 put a stent in place.
MEDICATIONS: He takes something for cholesterol most likely pravastatin. He was on Cipro after his surgery, but he stopped taking it when the hematuria came back. He is not taking that now. He also taking lisinopril not sure if it is with or without hydrochlorothiazide.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother got leukemia. Father died of old age and pneumonia.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not drink. He is here for conference. He is single. He works for the Federal Government. He has one child. He is a warehouse manager for the Federal Government somewhere in Honolulu, Hawaii.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is not septic. His urinalysis today shows trace leukocytes and positive 3+ blood.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 257 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 97.5. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 76. Blood pressure 133/75.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesions.

NECK: Shows JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows trace edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: No neurological issues.
SKIN: No rash. No CVA tenderness noted. 
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Hypertension control.

2. Status post lithotripsy left-sided kidney stone 0.8 cm removed stent in place.

3. He cannot see the string for the stent coming out of his penis.

4. He scheduled for cystoscopy next week.
5. He started having hematuria.

6. He does not appear to be septic.

7. On ultrasound he has no hydronephrosis, which is most important.

8. I put him back on his Cipro 500 mg twice a day #9.

9. I told him he cannot do any physical activity during this retreat here for the Federal Government to give him a note regarding that.
10. See his urologist as soon as he gets back.

11. This is going back day after the tomorrow.
12. If develops fever or chills or any other symptoms to go to the emergency room right away.

13. Hyperlipidemia. Blood work and followup per his doctor.
14. As far as his colonoscopy, Cologuard, and other testing in the future, I will leave that to the doctor in Hawaii.
