


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Dysphagia.
HPI: A 93-year-old gentleman who has had some increase in dysphagia when I asked him how long it is going on he said just a while and could not be any more specific. Reviewing the patient’s notes one from Integris 09/09/25 when patient was seen in followup for a closed nondisplaced fracture of lateral malleolus and left fibula, the patient mentioned to one of the physical therapist that he was having some trouble swallowing. Today, I saw the patient, he was pleasant, but I could tell he wanted to make sure he got the right table at dinner, so it was an accelerated visit at his request.
DIAGNOSIS: Dysphagia, left foot fracture, dry eye syndrome, HLD, and generalized weakness.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR. DNR was signed on 09/12.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Robust elderly gentleman seated in his manual wheelchair. He was pleasant and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/78, pulse 71, temperature 97.5, respiratory rate 16 and O2 sat 96%.

HEENT: Male pattern baldness. EOMI. PERLA. Wears glasses. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple. Clear carotids. The patient wears full dentures that he says work okay for him.

CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has fair muscle mass. Decreased motor strength. He is in his manual wheelchair that he can propel slowly. We will ask when he needs transport such as he did today. He has fairly good neck and truncal stability in a seated position. Bilateral lower extremities, he has +1 pitting edema and is weight-bearing for transfers.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. He is very hard of hearing, so we have to get very close or yell at him and he understands what is said once he can hear it and he will answer with brief answers. He is kind of direct into the point, but he is a pleasant gentleman.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dysphagia. In the interim, I am changing the patient’s diet to mechanical soft and I am ordering a swallow study at bedside and we will go from there.
