CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 71-year-old gentleman seen for labs. He was propelling in his wheelchair to dinner, but cooperated with being seen.
DIAGNOSIS: HTN, DM II, glaucoma, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, HTN, HLD, and obesity.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Mechanical soft, CCHO and RCS.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was alert and cooperative. Understood labs that were reviewed. Gave me information that he is also having a procedure tomorrow related to his left leg veins.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/76 and pulse 70.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Bilateral lower extremity edema due to chronic venous insufficiency. Procedure scheduled for possible left leg venous stripping on 10/17 per patient.

2. CBC review. H&H are 12.3 and 38.1, so mild little lower than normal, but MCV and MCH WNL. Platelet count is 119K. No evidence of bleeding or easy bruising. No intervention required.

3. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein and ALB are 5.3 and 3.4. I am writing for protein supplementation to be added to patient’s diet. Labs otherwise are WNL.
