CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 82-year-old gentleman seen in his room. He had a UA done on 10/14 and today it returns negative for UTI. He then proceeds to tell me that he is going to be seeing a urologist on 10/28 for cystoscopy and has preop scheduled for 10/22. When asked why he was having this done, he tells me that he had been having bladder spasms that just became too frequent and uncomfortable and hematuria. He also questions whether he had passed a kidney stone. He then explains to me when he collects his urine as he pees in a bedside urinal that there is sediment in it and he said it looks like the bottom of an aquarium. I told him that he needs to tell the urologist that it looks like he has some kind of sand and they get a test for possible causes of the kidney stone formation. Otherwise, he is doing good.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. UA obtained on 10/14 today it is negative for UTI.
2. Bladder spasms with hematuria 10/22 preop and then 10/28 cystoscopy. His urologist is Dr. Stephen Pittman.
