CC: The patient states that she cannot use her left side and want to know why.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is blaming it on medication that I have started her which was Norco 5/325 mg and I told her that we can then cut back on that, so that we can see if it gets better.
DIAGNOSES: Upon admit, which was 05/05/2025 hemiplegia and hemiparesis following cerebral infarction, HTN, type II diabetes mellitus, diabetic peripheral neuropathy, anemia, depression, dementia, which I would say is moderate HLD and insomnia.
ALLERGIES: AMBIEN, LATEX, LISINOPRIL, and CONTRAST MEDIUM.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Diabetic diet regular texture.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, seated in a room and wanted to be seen.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70, pulse 64, temperature 97.9, respiration 19, O2 sat 96% and FSBS 268.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She was seated on the bed and then when I left for a minute to come and get her chart and went back, she had gotten herself from the bed into her manual wheelchair without assist. She has evident left upper and lower extremities hemiplegia and she was insistent on showing me that she used to be able to walk, so she was getting herself up in the wheelchair pushing herself when she did stand on both legs with her left leg somewhat wobbly and then sat herself back down. She moves right side without difficulty.

NEURO: She is oriented to person, question of place, and she speaks. She has got dysarthria secondary to left side facial muscle weakness of the content is clear, but she is insistent that this is all new. She did not have this before that we have been doing it to cause this the nurse on the hall that was with me was her admission nurse and stated that her mobility then was just like it is now and she refused to listen to that.
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Review of medications, those that are notable are Lyrica 200 mg three times daily and that has been in place since her admission and Norco 5/325 mg one tablet t.i.d.
