CC: Followup on the patient with C. difficile.
HPI: A 78-year-old gentleman admitted to Tuscany Village on 10/15/2025, after five days hospitalization at Integris Baptist treatment for UTI and C. difficile. He had sepsis with increased confusion and today he was sitting up in a wheelchair at bedside talking to his roommate. He knew who I was. His speech was clear. He was able to give information and he emphasized that he was hungry. He has been on a liquid diet since he went into the hospital and he needs to have food. The patient denies any pain or discomfort tells me that at 4 o’clock when I saw that he had not yet had bowel movement today that his bowel movements till date still continue to be watery, but they have decreased in number.
DIAGNOSES: Unchanged from admit note.
MEDICATIONS: The patient’s medications are unchanged in his admit note.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in his manual wheelchair in room. He was quiet, but interactive able to give me information.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/78, pulse 72, temperature 98.1, respiratory rate 16, and O2 sat 97%.
HEENT: EOMI. PERRLA. Nares patent. Slightly dry oral mucosa.
NECK: Supple with clear carotids.
CARDIAC: He had regular rate and rhythm. He has a cardiac murmur that is irregular, but regularly irregular. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness. No masses.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion.
NEURO: He is alert. Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. He is oriented x2 to 3. He knows the day in the year, but does not know the date. Affect appropriate to situation. He is able to voice his need and understands given information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. C. difficile. The patient is on day #10 vancomycin and has an appetite. He has not had a fever and denies abdominal pain. Today is the first day that he has not had a bowel movement to this hour. We will do a trial of regular diet that is mechanical soft. The patient is reminded that he is on Zofran if he needs it if he becomes nauseated starts throwing up or has a worsening of his diarrhea then he is to let us know and we will revert back to clear liquids.
2. On 10/22/2025, he will have a BMP and a CBC drawn and will followup on that.
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
