CC: The patient requests to be seen.

HPI: A 75-year-old gentleman who was seen on 10/17/25 for decreased hearing and wanted his ears examined which I did look at both of them and there was a fairly good amount of cerumen obstructing, being able to see the eardrum with the exception of a small area on the right side and then a bit lesser cerumen accumulation on the left. Debrox was ordered and will continue for five days; it was started on the weekend, Saturday. He states that he feels like he is hearing better, so he thinks the medication is working. I told him I would look at his ears and we will see how they look. The patient also wanted me to look at his colostomy bag because the nature of his stool was different. There was just a scant amount in it. It was a light brown and thin, not liquidy, but not formed either. He wonders why that is. I don't know. I told him it could be diet or it could be decreased p.o. intake or stool softener, so that I would review his medication list.

DIAGNOSES: GI hemorrhage, colostomy, interstitial cystitis, gait instability; uses a wheelchair, also has a walker that he intermittently uses, displaced intertrochanteric fracture right femur, moderate protein-calorie malnutrition, iron-deficiency anemia, chronic pain syndrome, reflux uropathy, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. x 7 days started on 10/17/25 for otitis media, Debrox which continues, oxycodone 5 mg t.i.d., Protonix 40 mg b.i.d., Mag-Ox 400 mg one q.d., thiamine 100 mg q.d., Lipitor 20 mg h.s., gabapentin 300 mg q.d., MVI q.d., VESIcare 5 mg q.d., Remeron 7.5 mg h.s., CranCap one q.d., __________ 15 mL q.8h. p.r.n., simethicone one capsule q.a.c. and h.s., Tylenol Extra-Strength 500 mg one t.i.d., sucralfate 1 g q.6h.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seen in room. He was resting, alert, and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/68, pulse 86, temperature 97.5, respirations 16, O2 sat 97%, FSBS 116 and weight 149.2 pounds.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. Speech is clear. He voices his need. He understood given information and was appropriate in affect and discussion.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Bilateral cerumen accumulation with mild obstruction. He is on day #4 of Debrox ear drops and states he thinks that it is working because his hearing has improved. We will continue for a total of seven days and then p.r.n. as needed. In addition, Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. b.i.d. for seven days was started in the event of otitis media; one canal was red and difficulty seeing the other.

2. Pain management. The patient stated that his girlfriend told him that he was acting strange and not himself and she attributed it to the pain medication he was taking and she recommended that he try cutting back on it. He talked to me about that. So, we have cut back the oxycodone from q.i.d. to b.i.d. and today is day #4 of that decrease and he has not complained about having increased pain. He is also out getting around ambulating and appears to be in good spirits.
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
