Debra Potvin was seen for followup in the office recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES: Type I diabetes, secondary to autoimmune disorder, LADA

Current Medications: Lantus 8 units at bedtime.

On this visit, there are no specific complaints.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

Review of her blood sugars on insulin show that she is in a satisfactory range, overall.

On examination, blood pressure 122/74, weight 125 pounds, and BMI is 21.4. Neck examination was unremarkable. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with improving control on insulin.

I have discussed the long-term management of type I diabetes. At this point, she is in favor of transitioning to an insulin pump.

Arrangements have been made to initiate her on Ilet beta Bionics Pump in the next week or 10 days.
