The patient is a 90-year-old gentleman who is on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. He also suffers from hyperlipidemia, hypoventilation, COPD, hypoxemia, bowel and bladder incontinence. He is wheelchair-bound. He needs help to get from his wheelchair to the bed. He has muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition. He has behavioral issues and sundowner syndrome moderately to severe.

He becomes quite aggressive from time to time. He requires opioids to control his pain on regular basis. His PPS is at 40%. His O2 saturation today was found to be at 93% on room air with a pulse of 89. The patient has behavioral issues, which is controlled with Seroquel. The patient lives with his granddaughter Courtney who is his primary caregiver and states that her grandfather is getting more aggressive and more confused related to his end-stage diagnosis of Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient has L-MAC of ________. He was recently taken off his Aricept and Namenda and there has been no significant change in his behavioral issue, which was not expected given his end-stage Alzheimer’s dementia and anticholinergic not being indicated at this point for his diagnosis. Overall prognosis is poor, most likely has less than six months to live.
