PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx 1+. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep, COVID and flu testing done which all were negative.

IMPRESSION: Influenza non-A/B with pharyngitis non-strep.
PLAN: Advised to follow up with pediatrician without additional medication.
