The patient presents with history of vomiting x 3 since last night, last 6 o'clock this morning with some complaints of intermittent abdominal pain, cleared now.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: A 6-year-old brother also with similar symptoms with nausea and vomiting last night, better this morning, went to school, with decreased appetite per mother.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without guarding or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis.
PLAN: Given prescription for Zofran, to increase fluids with progression of the diet as tolerated. To follow up with pediatrician or go to the ER if necessary.
