CHIEF COMPLAINT: History of aortic aneurysm.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 77-year-old male who has history of congenital heart disease. He was previously found to have syncope and mild aortic aneurysm. He was further found to have diastolic dysfunction on echocardiogram. He had previously been referred for CT angio, but it had not been down. The patient is here for routine followup. He continues to have mild dyspnea only.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 148/69, pulse 51, respiratory rate 16, height 65”, and weight 183.4 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: Echocardiogram (October 15, 2025): Left ventricular size is normal. Left ventricular wall thickness normal. Left ventricular ejection fraction 60-65%. No segmental wall motion abnormality. Grade 1 diastolic dysfunction. Left atrium is enlarged. Trace aortic regurgitation. Trace mitral regurgitation. Mild mitral annular calcification. Trace tricuspid regurgitation. Trace pulmonic regurgitation. Aortic root and ascending aorta are dilated measuring up to 4.2 cm.
LAB WORK: White blood cell count 5.0, hemoglobin 12.2, platelets 204. Sodium 138, potassium 4.9, chloride 103, bicarb 22, BUN 30, creatinine 1.31, glucose 110, and hemoglobin A1c 5.9.

IMPRESSION: Mild aortic aneurysm.
PLAN: Coronary CT angio to evaluate aortic aneurysm. Chem.20.
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
