Dear Mr. Thwaites:

This is a followup for Mr. King with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in May.  Comes accompanied with family.  No hospital visits for the most part weight is stable.  He is tall and large obese person.  Saw the urology stable prostate abnormalities.  Has sleep apnea but unable to use the CPPA machine for the last three years.  Diffuse joint pain.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system noncontributory.

Medications:  Review medication, on Norvasc, lisinopril, not taking Lasix, also Toprol, remains on narcotic fentanyl, anticoagulated and potassium replacement, antiarrhythmics with Tykosyn.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 298 and blood pressure has been in the 130/60.  No localized rales.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal tenderness.  Minor edema.  No new neurological problems.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries October, creatinine 1.49, which is baseline and GFR 49 stage III.  Electrolytes, acid base, albumin and phosphorus normal.  Minor decrease of calcium.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure acceptable.  Tolerating lisinopril among others.  Tolerating Jardiance without infection.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for bicarbonate.  Urology following for prostate changes.  No results available for PSA or urine.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
