Dear Sirs at Prism:

This is a followup for Mrs. Schafer with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in May.  Poor appetite.  Progressive weight loss, depressed.  She does cooking.  Daughter and son-in-law helps.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies urinary symptoms.  Her dentures are loose.  Presently no edema.  She is unsteady and limited mobility.  She is off smoking for the last four years.  Still do marijuana.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system is negative.  Recent right-sided shoulder reverse replacement at Midland.  No complications July.  Does not check blood pressure at home.

Medications:  I will highlight on medications HCTZ as the only blood pressure treatment, prior Mobic and antiinflammatory agents discontinued.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 161 pounds and blood pressure 120/78 left-sided large cuff.  COPD abnormalities.  No localized rales.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No ascites or tenderness. No major edema.  Very pleasant.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries October, creatinine 1.09 stable or improving and present GFR 54 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  Off antiinflammatory agents.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No activity in the urine.  Small kidney on the left comparing to the right without obstruction or urinary retention.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Stable potassium and acid base.  Stable nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for vitamin D125.  Blood pressure on HCTZ management of other medical issues, depression and COPD.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
