Dear Dr. Prouty:

This is a followup for Mr. Zimmerman with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July.  No hospital visit.  Weight at home stable around 165.  Not following salt restriction.  Denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  Does have diarrhea through the day three to five times not at night.  No bleeding.  No fever or abdominal pain.  Has chronic incontinence.  No recent infection, cloudiness or blood.  Minor edema.  Uses CPAP machine at night.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Minimal dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the Bumex, lisinopril, bisoprolol and Jardiance.
Physical Examination:  Weight down to 169 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 148/71.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries October, creatinine 1.49, previously 1.9 and present GFR 45.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable, improved.  Chronic diarrhea, but does not look hypovolemic.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Has chronic hypertension, coronary artery disease bypass, prior stroke on the right-sided with weakness.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Present potassium in the upper side.  Continue same lisinopril and diuretics.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for vitamin D125.  Prior normal ejection fraction.  Does have diastolic dysfunction.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
