Dear Dr. Moon:
This is a followup for Mr. Jackson with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in July.  Three episodes of TIA.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Carotid Doppler no significant disease.  Peripheral vascular disease to follow vascular surgeon Dr. Constantino.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies changes in urination.  Minor edema.  Recent deep vein thrombosis left-sided anticoagulated.  Diabetes glucose monitor more than 90% of the time in the range of 70-180, which is good, no lows, few times high.
Review of System:  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is done, beta-blockers, ACE inhibitors, diuretics, insulin, cholesterol anticoagulated with Eliquis, also takes Plavix and inhalers for COPD.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 148/60 on the right-sided.  Lungs distant clear.  No pleural effusion.  No respiratory distress.  No rales or wheezes.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No major edema.  Mild decreased hearing.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries from September, no anemia.  There are low platelets.  Kidney function improved it was in the 3s, presently 1.7.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium.  GFR 39.
Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney disease presently stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis, recent acute component improved.  Blood pressure in the office fair.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors among others.  Has diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Continue anticoagulation.  Follow up with neurology about the TIA and CVA.  Prior echo, normal ejection fraction, minor abnormalities.  MRI of the brain, no acute process.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next four to six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
