HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic today with mother who is his full-time caregiver as he is intellectually disabled. She states that last night he was very excited and was moving uncontrollably around excessively; ever since then, he stated he has had the pain in his left side ribs, mildly tender to touch. Mother states that she did have to sedate him because of the erratic movements exorbitantly the night before.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Intellectually disabled.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake and alert, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No rebound. No guarding.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

FOCUSED LEFT RIB EXAM: Ribs #10 and #11 with mild tenderness to palpation. No crepitus. No flail chest noted. No ecchymosis noted either.
ASSESSMENT: Intercostal muscle strain.

PLAN: We will provide Celebrex at this time. Advised mother to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
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
