SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use. There is a report of secondhand smoke of tobacco exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Reactive airway disease; after PFT testing, noted mild reactive airway disease, unable to print the results.

PLAN: We will write for an albuterol inhaler. Advised the patient to follow up with PCP as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
