Egypt Gee was seen for followup in the office in the recent past.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Occasional hypoglycemia.

Current Medications: Insulin aspart via the pump, vitamin D 50,000 units weekly oral contraceptive pill, and glucagon nasal powder intermittently.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the diabetes. She is on other pump, which was commenced very recently.

Overall, sugar appears to be improving. Although, she does have occasional evening hypoglycemic reactions.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 102/70, weight 144 pounds, and BMI is 23. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 8.2%, elevated.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with suboptimal control, insulin pump therapy, continuous glucose monitoring, and dyslipidemia.

Adjustments were made to the insulin pump, specifically changing her secondary target to prevent or decrease the risk of daytime hypoglycemia.

Otherwise no further changes were made.

I recommend that she continue to follow up in about six weeks time.
