Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This 85-year-old male who does not smoke and does not drink. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He complains of extreme weakness. In August, he was found to be significantly anemic. Hemoglobin was around 8 so he was given blood transfusion. The patient also is seeing Dr. Krishnamurthy for nephrology and Dr. Spiegel as his cardiologist.

In August, his hemoglobin was 8.2 after blood transfusion prior to that it was 6.9

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has history of chronic kidney disease stage IV, history of hypertension, ASHD, history of hyperuricemia, history of chronic diastolic heart failure, and history of benign prostatic hypertrophy. He also has hypothyroidism. He is on supplement. He is carvedilol and Bumex.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes aortic valve replacement, history of cardiac mapping and ablation, history of pacemaker placement, mitral valve annuloplasty in 2007, and history of tricuspid valve replacement.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 6 feet tall and weighing 183 pounds. He is very hard of hearing.
Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.
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Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry at the bases.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia most likely from chronic kidney disease.

2. Coronary artery disease and heart failure.

3. Hypothyroidism.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw the blood, check CBC, CMP, iron, and TSH. We also will go and give him Procrit 40,000 units. We will see him in one week. We may have to do Procrit regularly every week.
