PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety disorder and attention deficit disorder.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Abscess left lower molar. Neck: Without abnormalities. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Anxiety disorder with abscessed tooth.
PLAN: Given Rocephin 500 mg and Amoxil plus Tylenol No. 3 and will take for severity of pain. To follow up with dentist as soon as possible, also to follow up with psychiatrist for medications.
