PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. FINAL DIAGNOSES: Headache, fever, and questionable gastroenteritis.
PLAN: Given headache precautions, to increase fluids and Zofran. Advised to go to the emergency room if symptoms continue or worsen.
