The patient is seen with a lesion on the left upper eye for the past two days with slight inflammation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Benign papillary growth posterior neck, seeing pediatrician for questionable removal.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Eyes: Inflamed left eye with cystic lesion present to the left lateral eyelid. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Chalazion to left eye.
PLAN: Given prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic with warm compresses. Advised to see pediatrician with questionable referral to ophthalmologist for incision and drainage if necessary.
