This is an 82-year-old gentleman with history of neurocognitive disorder on hospice being recertified today. He has worsening symptoms of dementia of Alzheimer’s type. He is a lot more confused. He also has a PPS score of 40%.

His FAST is now 7A that has dropped from 6E at the time of admission. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is bed bound and no longer to ambulate, which is a new issue or a new problem. He eats very little. He has lost weight. He has protein-calorie malnutrition. He lives with a family member who is his daughter since his wife has passed away. His KPS score is 40% now, which was measured at 50% on or about August 2025. The patient also suffers with dementia, hypertension, osteoarthritis, anemia, and recurrent falls. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable. He had a MAC of 27.6, is now at 27 consistent with weight loss. The patient continues to be hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
