This is a 91-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient has had tremendous weight loss. She has dropped her MAC to 32 cm because of her continual weight loss. She also suffers from hypertension, anxiety, recurrent UTIs and sundowner syndrome. The patient’s daughter tells me that she is eating less, she is definitely losing weight; her clothes look very baggy on her. She recently had a bout of URI and required antibiotics for bronchitis. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is ADL dependent. She has long-term contracture to the right hand because she was involved in a home invasion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Her O2 sat is 94% on room air. Pulse is 68. Temperature is 98.9. Blood pressure is 120/54.
The patient’s FAST score related to her dementia is at 7A now with both urine and fecal incontinence per daughter and she is also speaking very little intelligible words per daughter. The patient is very high risk of fall. The patient can only get up now with someone standing next to her. Based on her cognitive decline, physical decline, weight loss, sundowner syndrome, recurrent urinary tract infection, now with symptoms of bronchitis, the patient most likely has less than 6 months to live. She also has shortness of breath with minimal exertion and remains hospice appropriate.
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
