This is an 80-year-old woman who is seen for face-to-face evaluation today. She lives with Alvin, her son. She is on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. She has lost weight. Her latest MAC is 24 cm. She also had a fall recently with left foot ankle injury that she has a brace in place. The patient’s FAST score is at 6E. She is eating less. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. The son who is the only one that stays with his mother is in desperate need of provider services. This was discussed with our secretary and social work will get involved ASAP. Also, gave the son the number to our hospice secretary, so he can call and follow up. The patient has become much more forgetful, less alert and oriented to person now only; used to be fully responsive. Decreased appetite. History of protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/83. Pulse 84. Respirations 18. O2 sat 94%. Temperature 97.3.
The patient has definitely had decreased mentation and physical decline consistent with her hospice diagnosis of senile degeneration of the brain. The patient’s speech has also been difficult to understand and somewhat garbled; her son states this is the most recent thing, he feels like “she does not have the strength to talk.” Overall prognosis remains poor, most likely has less than six months to live with her current hospice diagnosis.
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
