Dear Roberta:
This is a followup for Mr. Williams with chronic kidney disease and kidney stones.  Last visit in February.  Few pounds weight loss.  Complains of insomnia.  Takes naps during daytime according to the wife, which is present.  He was very physically active working on his yard in the summer.  Isolated nose bleeding.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the metoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 171 and blood pressure 118/67 by nurse.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries October, creatinine 1.99 still baseline.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Present GFR 33 stage IIIB.  Hemoglobin high.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  Normal size kidneys without obstruction, prior stones, but no urinary retention and also underlying hypertension.  No symptoms of uremia.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  Other chemistries are stable.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents.  Dialysis is done for GFR less than 15 with symptoms.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
