Dear Roberta:
This is a followup for Cathy with history of kidney stones and calcium oxalate.  Last visit February.  Comes accompanied with husband.  Not know really complaints.  Edema of lower extremities.  Documented varicose veins on Doppler.  Plan for surgical procedure in Midland.  Wears compression stockings and trying to do low salt.  There has been no stone for a long period of time.  Also follows with ENT at Midland for some feeling of fluid right-sided more than left.  Prior ear tubes on the right has pulled out, on the left remains there with negative MRI for abnormalities of the middle or internal ear.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise, extensive review of system is negative.
Medications:  I reviewed medications, takes no blood pressure.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today 138/70 on the left.  Nothing abnormal on physical exam besides edema without cellulitis of lower extremities.
Labs:  Chemistries show presently normal kidney function.  No gross anemia.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition and calcium.  Phosphorus less than 4.8.
Assessment and Plan:  Prior kidney abnormalities associated to calcium oxalate presently back to normal.  No activity for kidney stones.  All other chemistries are stable.  Normal blood pressure without treatment.  Other medical issues not related to the kidneys.  No need for follow up.  All issues discussed at length.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
