CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of congestion, sore throat, and cough for the past three days, seen a few months ago with similar symptoms. He has had flu shot. He does not want to have flu, strep and COVID testing.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has a past history of high lipid disease and COPD. He used to smoke two packs a day, stopped down six years. He has had two stents.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few rhonchi with normal breath sounds. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with bronchitis and sinusitis with history of COPD and coronary artery disease with stents.
PLAN: Given injection for Rocephin and dexamethasone and prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. To follow up with cardiologist and here as needed.
